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ith five millennia of trading history, the

Greek fleet maintains its course through

all weathers. While the top ten largest
fleets in the world recently lost value, the
upgrading of the Greek fleet has kept its worth
above $100bn. At the same time Greek owners
have been ordering new vessels in the shipyards of
Japan, China and South Korea. Oil tankers and LNG
and LPG carriers are all under construction, along
with dry bulk carriers and container ships.
